WHO ARE YOU LOOKING FOR?

The Christian Bible is 66 separate Books containing 780,000 to
800,000 words, depending upon the translation (of which there
are many). For me, as | sought to understand how my life could
merge with God’s overall plan, a simpler and effective method

of encountering scripture came when | was able to view all
these many individual books as chapters of ONE larger story:
The story of God’s relationship with all of mankind.

God'’s biblical activities with mankind can be viewed as three
great moves of God: Creation, Redemption and Sanctification.
These sequential moves of God should not be viewed as
separate and isolated movements; rather, one begins and the
second joins the first and the third begins and joins the first and
second ones, creating an integrated and growing flow of
powerful events that bring “DIVINE GOOD” to all. From these
moves of God, we associate Creation with the Father,

Redemption with Jesus and Sanctification with the Holy Spirit

The resurrected Jesus asked Mary Magdelene outside the
empty tomb, “Woman, why are you crying? Who is it you are
looking for?” (John 20:15 NIV). With those curious questions,

Jesus was bringing Mary to the realization that the three years
of the Rabbi Jesus of Nazareth travelling, speaking in
Synagogues, healing, teaching and performing miracles had
ended and from now on things are going to be different.

The resurrection of Jesus was a game changer for the world
and for those who come to know the resurrected Jesus. Jesus



fulfilled the work of Redemption, the debt has been paid and
death was defeated. On the day of His ascension into heaven,
Jesus introduces the final move of God, Sanctification, saying to
the Apostles, “ You will receive power when the Holy Spirit
comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and
in all of Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” (Acts
1:8 NIV). In this way, each of us are called to follow those eleven
Apostles, extending and expanding the line of witnesses for
Jesus over the centuries into today.
